Who can enter?
The contest is open to any amateur photographer or writer who is a member of a County Farm Bureau in Arizona.

Categories

· Kids & Critters

· All in a Day’s Work

· The Way it Was - includes photos taken more than 25 years ago. For obvious reasons, you will not need to have taken the photo, but you should include the photographer's name, if known. If unsure of its origin, mark it as uncertain. The same applies to the year it was taken. Also, please include any details you know about the photo's origin or history.

· Budding Artists - To enter this category, entrants must be 13 years old (as of 4/30/12) or younger and a child of a Farm Bureau member.  
Contest Dates

The contest begins February 1, 2012 and ends April 30, 2012.  Electronic entries must be received by 11:59 p.m. PST, April 30, 2012.  Entries become the property of the Arizona Farm Bureau Federation and will not be returned.  Winners will be contacted through email by May 16th, 2010 with details regarding awards.  Winning photos, essays and poems will be displayed at the Arizona Women in Agriculture Conference in 2012.  Winning entries may also be used as fund raising items for the Women’s Leadership Committee or used in Ag in the Classroom lessons and will be posted on the Arizona Farm Bureau web site, www.azfb.org.
Entries 
All entries, including photographs, must be submitted in digital format via email to peggyjogoodfellow@azfb.org.  Complete the contest form and upload your entry. Mailed entries will not be accepted.
· Submit photos in .jpeg, .png, .tif or .bmp image formats and do not exceed 2 MB.
· Submit written items in ‘Word’ format.
· Entries must be original, unpublished, and non-professional (We define a professional as anyone who profits from their entry in any way other than contests).
· NO PHOTOSHOPPING or other digital manipulation. This contest is about agriculture, not about one's expertise with a graphics application. This does not apply to photographic techniques contained within a camera's abilities (i.e. a manual shutter release used at night to capture a laser level and a tractor). Nor does it apply to CROPPING an image.

· Entries thought to be outside of the above criteria may be removed from consideration without the entrant being notified.
· Entries must not contain material that violates or infringes the rights of another, including but not limited to privacy, publicity or intellectual property rights, or that constitutes copyright infringement.
· Entries cannot be submitted or considered for a prize in more than one category
Judging
A panel of judges from around the state, selected at the sole discretion of the Arizona Farm Bureau Women’s Leadership Committee. The judges may or may not be professional photographers or writers, nor are they necessarily trained in the ways of artistic presentation or composition. Judges will simply select the entries that strike them most for whatever reason. Decisions of contest judges are final. The Women’s Leadership Committee reserves the right to not choose a winner for any category if no submitted entries satisfy judging criteria or if no eligible entries are submitted.

Prizes
A first prize will be awarded in each of the four categories, in each medium - essay, poem, and photo.  
· Each first prize winner will receive $25.00 
· A grand prize of $100.00 will be awarded to one person
